DEPENDANT CARE CHECKLIST

· HOME FOLDER INVENTORY:

· Copy of completed AF Form 357.

This allows the caregiver to get on any base and use the Medical and Exchange facilities for your child/children.

· The original Power of Attorney.

This allows the caregiver to do such things as; enroll your child/children in school, gives consent to doctors and handle any other unforeseen issues.

· Copy of your Will.

This allows for peace of mind while you are gone.  It also keeps the child/children from being sent to some state program while the custody is being worked out in court.

· Pay allowances

You must establish a way that you will get money to the caregiver; it may be an allotment to the caregivers banking institution or by some other means.
