CMSgt Vix is the Chief of Supply in the newly formed Logistics Readiness Squadron of the 159th Fighter Wing, Louisiana Air National Guard, Naval Air Station – Joint Reserve Base, 400 Russell Ave., New Orleans, Louisiana 70143.  The 159th Fighter Wing is a Louisiana Air National Guard unit whose tasking involves a worldwide deployment commitment to conduct air superiority operations with the F-15 Eagle aircraft.

Chief Vix was born and raised in New Orleans, Louisiana.  Enlisted in the Louisiana Air National Guard, CMSgt Vix was an Honor Graduate from BMT in 1978, and attended technical training at Keesler AFB for the Administration career field.  She returned home to immediately begin what would become her fifteen-year tenure as an Air Technician assigned to the 159th Consolidated Aircraft Maintenance Squadron.  She was assigned to the Maintenance Administration section for five and a half years.  In 1984 she cross-trained to the Maintenance Analysis career field and graduated as Honor Graduate from the Maintenance Analysis technical school.  During her tenure in this position she obtained an upgrade to her technician position (to GS-09) through a classification desk audit, orchestrated the Maintenance Squadron’s conversion to CAMS, assisted one additional F-15 unit in their conversion.  In 1989 she received a “Outstanding - Best Seen To Date” rating during a 9th AF IG inspection.  Chief Vix was also assigned as an analytical consultant and field liaison to ANGRC/LG, and was instrumental in the completion of three Air National Guard regulation re-writes.  In March 1993 she was selected as Chief of the Information Systems Branch of the 159th Communications Flight, 159th Fighter Wing.  Her duties consisted mainly of supervisory and management support for the Base Network Control Center, Information Assurance, and Information Management sections.  This branch provided network management, customer support, computer security, information management, information protection, and computer hardware and  software for all units of the 159th Fighter Wing as well as five Geographically Separated Units.  Upon selection to the  position in the Communications Flight she converted to AGR and was promoted to Chief Master Sergeant in October of 1998.  In January 2004 Chief Vix was selected to become the first enlisted Chief of Supply in the newly formed 159th Logistics Readiness Squadron.  She has over twenty five years time-in-service.
