Major Reginald J. “Reggie” English currently serves as Commander, 159th Logistics Readiness Squadron, 159th Fighter Wing, Louisiana Air National Guard, Naval Air Station – Joint Reserve Base, New Orleans, Louisiana.  

Major English was born on 1 September 1964 in New Orleans, Louisiana.  He attended Marion Abramson Senior High and graduated in 1982.
