Directs the preparation of all subsistence reports and maintenance of accountable records, to include receipts, issues, and stock record accounts.  Designs warehouse planograms for storing subsistence considering proper storage techniques.  Liaisons with depots  on subsistence to cut back and/or increase in requisitions due to strength fluctuations.  Responsible for the veterinary inspection program for shipments received.  conducts daily sanitary inspections of all subsistence items, commencing with initial shipment and continuing until final excesses are disposed.  Determines requirements for equipment and material used in commissary operations.  Programs for seasonal site contract employees working in the Subsistence operations.
