MILITARY ASSIGNMENT:  Excepted employees must wear the uniform prescribed by The Adjutant General and be enrolled in Direct Deposit (completion of FMS 2231) prior to placement as a technician.  Acceptance of the position constitutes concurrence with these requirements as conditions of employment.

SUMMARY OF DUTIES:  This position is located in the Organizational Maintenance Shop.  It serves as a general mechanic doing all organizational level tests and repairs on the M60A-3, M-1 tanks or the BFV including electronic, electrical, artillery and heavy mobile.  Troubleshoots the fire control system of the M-1, M60A-3 tanks of the BFV.  Checks to assure all components are functioning correctly; including the laser finder, computer, and tank terminal site with their subcomponents.  Using test equipment especially designed to test the electronic systems of the tanks, performs a series of steps which will isolate the problem to a given component.  Performs organizational and limited direct support maintenance and repair on the hull, motor and turret of the M-1, M60A-3 tanks or BFV.  Troubleshoots equipment, services and makes repairs on all components.  Tests artillery and associated mechanisms, turret hydraulic systems, drive controllers, oil gears, oil pumps, elevating and traversing mechanisms, hydraulic and wiring systems.

Applicants applying for initial appointment must submit DD Form 214 for periods of Active Military Service (Title 10) performed.
