SUMMARY OF DUTIES:  This position is located in Armament Repair Section of a Mobilization and Training Equipment Site (MATES) with direct support maintenance or in a Combined Support Maintenance Shop (CSMS) .  This position serves as a turret mechanic doing direct support, general support and limited depot maintenance on the electrical, hydraulic and mechanical components of the turret of the M-1 and /or M-BOA-3 tanks.  Performs direct support maintenance on the electrical system of the turret of M-1 or M-60A-3 tanks.  Tests and repairs the electrical test sets which are used to test the electrical systems of the tank turret.  Repairs the hydraulic system which provides the pressure to elevate and traverse the gun and rotate the turret.  Repairs all mechanical parts involved in turret traversing, such as the traversing gear box including the clutch assembly, and turret races including cupola bearings.  Services the gun by exercising the recoil system to check for leaks in seals.  May perform the electronic, hydraulic, and mechanical repairs on the Bradley Fighting Vehicle.

National Guard technicians and members applying for vacancy must submit NGB Fm 300(LRA), SF 171 (or OF 612/Resume), OF 306 (must accompany OF 612/resume), OF AGO LA FM 690-171-1 (Military Supplement) and AGO LA FM 690-171-2 (statement indicating how they attained and/or qualify in the Knowledge, Skills and Abilities listed previously).  Applicants applying for initial appointment must submit DD Form 214 for periods of Active Military Service (Title 10) performed. Use of government postage paid envelopes for submission of applications is prohibited.

    b.  Applications must be received in this headquarters by the closing date indicated in this announcement.  National Guard units or this headquarters will furnish necessary applications forms on request.

c. Grade level will be determined by HRO based upon qualifications of the applicant.  Applicants who meet the full 

qualification requirements for the journeyman level may be appointed WG-10.
